This will allow us to present plans for 2009 at
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the Annual Meeting on December 7th. At
that meeting, you will all be able to hear the
plans for 2009, ask questions and get a taste
of all that is to come next year. Over the
next few Sundays, a member of the Vestry
will speak during the announcements to
remind us all to fill out our pledge cards and

send them in.

As you consider your pledge for
calendar 2009, please understand a few
things. We are all aware of the difficulties
the current economy has brought. Keeping
this in mind, we are beginning with
expenses of 2008. Adjustments will be
made for higher energy bills and other
variable items, but we are trying to keep

costs to a minimum.

As stated, we are planning a flat budget
that allows us to keep the existing programs
in place. Keep in mind, the education
building is complete and space is being used
in so many ways for programs old and new.
St. John’s is trying (with success) to expand
its youth program. If you look around on
Sundays, the number of young children
continues to grow as our congregation
increases in size. As they begin to reach
their challenging teenage years, we owe it to
those children to give them a positive and
safe environment to learn, socialize and

build healthy relationships.

When it comes to the Every Member
Canvass, please understand that everything
matters. The amount of overall giving is
crucial to provide the programs we need at
St. John's; and, your response to the canvass
is important even if your ability to give is
limited or you can't give at all.

Therefore, no matter how limited
your means may be and even if you
are unable to give, please do return
your pledge card.

The actual numbers break down
as follows. Like fiscal 2008, our
budget will remain at a target num-
ber of $300,000. We currently have
122 families that pledge, and an
additional 43 families that consis-
tently give, but do not fill out a
pledge card. If everyone gave
equally, each family would need to
give roughly $1819 dollars per
year, or just under $35 per week.
These numbers reflects only the
ability to reach the flat budget
number for the church’s operating
expenses for the year. We hope the
congregation can contribute what
will amount to an additional
$30,000 for the expansion of
several programs and projects.
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That would be just an additional
$3.50 per week!

As the town of Wake Forest con-
tinues to grow, we at St. John’s must
continue to be visible in the commu-
nity. Our Preschool, Jr. and Sr. EYC
groups, CARE group, ECW, The Joy
of Christmas and TAM are all vital
programs that allow us to be noticed
in the area and in turn, grow our
church congregation. Your contribu-
tions of time, talent and treasure
allow these needed programs to help,
heal and give hope to those less
fortunate.

Please take this letter in the spirit
for which it was meant. Times have
gotten tough for some of late, and
nobody likes discussing money,
tithing and stewardship, but it is
necessary. Your church is a place of
sanctuary, support and spiritual
fulfillment, and a place for you to

grow with a sense of community and
belonging. These gifts come from
your gifts of treasure to St. John’s.
When you receive the EMC
materials, take time to seriously
consider your pledge, fill out the
card and send it so that we can work
to make your church everything it
should be for you, your family and
the entire parish family.

S Security

System

“The doors of the church are
open to all.” It is true. The minis-
tries of the Episcopal Church are
open to all. We do welcome all, to
baptism, communion, and all that
we do. However, after a break-in
to the office of St. John’s this past
summer, we have extended the
security system to ensure the
safety of people and things.

We have maintained a security
system for a number of years to
protect the Preschool during the
day, but now we have extended
the security system to the church
building as well. The reason is to
ensure that there is controlled
access to the buildings.

We haven’t turned on the
whole system yet. We know that
there are many who have keys to
the buildings, and that they need
convenient access, such as for
members of the Altar Guild, the
Flower Guild, Church School
Teachers, Youth Leaders, and
those who just wish to have quiet
time in church. But, soon, when
the system is fully activated, it
will be necessary to also have an
access code with which to disarm
the security devices after entering
the building. We haven’t turned it
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on yet. After we have had a chance
to inform and instruct everyone, we
will.

Both buildings have the capacity
for alerting us of problems. Both
buildings can be armed to let us
know of a break-in. The education
building, in addition, has sensors for
smoke or fire. And, the education
building doors are equipped with
magnetic locks controlling access to
the building especially when chil-
dren are present. The church
building has motion sensors to help
us control who comes into the
building and to ensure safety inside.

We will give you plenty of notice
before it is time for the system to be
fully activated. In the meantime,
here is a brief summary of the
protection available:

1 Each building has break-in
alarms.

1 The education building has fire
and smoke alarms.

9 The education building has mag-
netically controlled doors which
require a ‘swipe’ card in order to
unlock them. Controls can be
preset to be always open, as on a
Sunday morning, or set to be
always open after a lead person

arrives, as for an evening
meeting.

9 The education building also
has a camera system for
viewing the lower and upper
doors, so the Preschool can
monitor who is in the building.

9 If the buildings are broken into
or are in danger, the police or
fire department will be
notified.

7 The system does not prevent
leaving the building at any
time.

1 The keys which have been dis-
tributed over the years will not
change. But, after using the
key, it will be necessary to use
an assigned code to disarm the
system; and, for the education
building, to have a ‘swipe’
card as well.
