Practice. 

 It is about Our Young People and Us: 

In conversation together is how I see it. 

When do we learn about ourselves as 

Christians? When we begin to encounter 

life as it is experienced and begin to ask, 

think and live. The emerging or, better yet, 

reemerging reality for the church is the 

God of transformation and relationships, 

not propositions. 

 It is about Our New Members: Why 

send them off to a closed room or special 

class? How better to learn about us Episco-

palians than to join us in conversation 

about a lively faith and liturgy and our 

own seeking? 

 It is about Confirmation, Recep-

tion, and Reaffirmation: Each is about 

embracing the promises made at bap-

tism, and each is vitally important to all 

of us. They happen when the Bishop 

visits.  When we know his schedule, we 

will have some special classes.  We 

have a history, bishops, priests and dea-

cons, and Canons and Constitution. 

But, at the core is The Heart of Christi-

anity, God, Jesus, Scripture, and 

Creeds. 

 It is about Special Events:  

¶ Communion for Children; 

¶ Preparing for the seasons: Advent, 

Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Easter, 

and Pentecost; 

¶ First-Sunday Breakfasts, and more. 

 Come to think of it, these are not spe-

cial events.  They are life events. 

 September is here, but so too is the 

promise of leisure as spoken of in the 

Prayer Book prayer for the Good Use of 

Leisure: 

O God, in the course of this busy life, 

give us times of refreshment and peace; 

and grant that we may so use our lei-

sure to rebuild our bodies and renew 

our minds, that our spirits may be 

opened to the goodness of your crea-

tion; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

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      The follow-up 

folks for our Capital 

Campaign met with 

Kerri Goldmeyer re-

cently. She empha-

sized the importance 

of a constant flow of 

information to the congregation. 

We haven't had that, but we are 

planning to improve that situation. 

To that end, I presented the data be-

low to the congregation during a 

Sunday service, but here it is in 

black and white:  

 On Commitment Sunday last 

December, 80 pledges were made 

for a total of $391,885.08. Of this 

amount, $113,015.00 has been paid, 

leaving unpaid pledges of $178, 

870.08. Except for a bequest spe-

cifically for a fountain, there have 

been no new pledges to the Capital 

Campaign since Commitment Sun-

day. Any new pledges would be 

welcome indeed! Our capital needs 

certainly exceed our means at the 

present time.  

 The vast improvement to the 

columbarium area is wonderfully ap-

parent. The first impression ap-

proaching the church is so much bet-

ter. Thanks again to Frank, Julie, 

Mike, and others who worked hard on 

this project. They continue to work 

on a fountain for the circle in front of 

the church.  

 As noted, a specific bequest has 

been made for the fountain. The total 

expenditure for the columbarium has 

been $21,500.00. This is less than our 

original estimate. Again, thanks to the 

committee!  

 An additional $24,455.00 has been 

disbursed for preliminary engineer-

ing, architectural, etc., work. Total 

expenditures have been $45,955.00.  

 Looking to the immediate future, 

we are moving forward with the wa-

terproofing of the ground level of the 

education building. This will be com-

plicated, messy, time consuming, 

and expensive. But there is no 

choice in the matter. Once the 

problem of water intrusion is done, 

we can proceed with the interior of 

the ground level, the additional 

landscaping, and additional parking. 

Again, much of this is dictated by 

code, county and town regulations 

so we don't really have a choice. We 

will pick up some much-needed and 

welcome additional parking (I think 

about 20 spaces), and our pre-school 

traffic safety will be much 

improved.  

 Now that summer is winding 

down and the new school and 

church year are upon us, it is time to 

get back to work. We have some 

great challenges and opportunities 

ahead of us in the immediate future. 

It is our job to step up and get the 

job done here at St. John's and we 

need the help of every one of you.

We are 

moving forward with scheduling, 

sequencing of the scope of work, 

interior paint color schemes, and 

final site plan review prior to for-

mal site plan submission to the 

Town of Wake Forest, along with 

the elimination of the environ-

mental water intrusion into the 

building and the conditioning of 

the space.  All of these tasks take 

time. The designer, Phillips Archi-

tecture, PA, along with the build-

ing committee, are working very 

diligently to accomplish these tasks 

and meet the goals that the Vestry 

and you, the parishioner, has asked 

of the building committee. 

 I know that several of you are 

frustrated that from a visual stand-

point nothing seems to have been 

accomplished.  But please take a 

moment or two to review the draw-

ings located in the fellowship hall. 

Within the next few weeks, there 

will be updated color schemes that 

the designer is proposing.  We will 

also make available the latest meet-

ing minutes with the designer and 

members of the vestry that took 

place the first week of August for a 

more detailed account of progress 

for the completion of the lower level 

of the education building. 

 In closing, I am reminded of a 

short prayer that I once read and the 

author is unknown.
